Can a therapeutic alliance develop online? And how
can | promote connectivity and trust?

TIPS foralliance promotion in online consultation :

A You can promote trust by being very transparent in what you will be doing and what
they can expect.

A It is important to let the client know in time when you are getting close to the end of the
consultation so you can work towards a natural end of the conversation .

A Use of non-verbal communication :
A You can exaggerate your facial expression a bit so that is more clear to the client.
A You can state more explicitly what you see (or d o nsed).

A If the room, microphone , and situation allows for it, you can ask participants to sit a bit further
away from the camera so that you can see their whole body. This can help you read non-verbal
signals (e.g., agitation ) better .

A Silences are experienced differently online as compared to face to face, so you might not want
to let silences linger for too long.

A Yes!

A Allows for the use of technology in session (e.g., showing a video) that can
be adapted based on the clientso devel opr

A Can utilize whiteboards to write or draw in, so that you can share
iInformation as if in session

A Sessions can be recorded for repeated viewing by the client when they
need them (both have to agree first)

A Gives us a glimpse of patients life outside of the session and may provide
useful information and may help shape the intervention



How to manage payments?

A Better to make it clear from the beginning how it will be done

A Probably better to have the client pay prior to the session
Electronic payment:
A via bank transfers or to personal bank accounts
A via credit cards e.g. Square, Strip, lvy Pay, Paypal, Revolut

A Some platforms ask the client to store their information for continued use
(inform the client and agree ahead of time).
